Residents call |
for crackdown
on violence
after slaying

Harford County law enforcement
can do more to curb violence, said
residents in the Edgewood neigh-
borhood where a man was killed this
weekend.

“It's a regular thing” said Earl
Braun, who was grooming his dogs
when he heard the gunfire. “Either
there’s somebody getting beat up
across the street ... it’s like they get
beat up, there’s all kinds of violence
out here.”

The Saturday slaying of Samuel
David Horne, 25, of Grempler Way,
was the second homicide in Harford
this year.

Horne was shot on the 1800 block
of Brookside Drive, the same location
as a slaying the previous year, said the
Harford County Sheriff’s Office.

On Sunday, residents, who did not
provide their names for fear of being
targeted, wanted plainclothes po-
lice officers to sit with them and see
what residents see every day. They
also said young adults and children
should have curfews.

Other residents said they may
move to escape the violence.

One resident said she doesn’t let
her four children play outside and of-
ten goes to parks in Havre de Grace
or Pennsylvania.

Another resident said a lot of peo-
ple usually hang out in the evenings
around the area where Horne was
killed.

The Sheriff’s Department said
it does not have any suspects but is
looking for four to five men who ran
from the scene. On Sunday, police
were on the scene with metal detec-
tors looking for gun casings.

The Harford Crime Solvers is of-
fering a reward of up to $1,000 for in-
formation leading to an arrest. Any-

O’Malley to endorse Dixon today

Police union: Mayor must need
vote boost from governor

Gov. Martin O’Malley will en-
dorse interim Baltimore Mayor
Sheila Dixon today — signaling a
divide between big-name politi-
cians, who support Dixon, and law
enforcement officials, who back
her chief challenger, City Council-
man Keiffer Mitchell.

Former U.S. Rep. Kweisi Mfume
also is set to endorse Dixon at 11
this morning at the War Memorial
Plaza across from City Hall.

“Dixon was a very good lieuten-
ant for O’Malley while City Coun-
cil president when he was mayor,”
Morgan State political science pro-
fessor C. Vernon Gray said.

“I think voters will see it as a

good thing. O’Malley received a

great majority of the African-Amer-
ican vote in past campaigns.”

Mitchell says Baltimore’s pub-
lic safety agencies support him,
including the unions of the police
department, sheriff’s office and
fire department. Attorney Gener-
al Doug Gansler also has endorsed
Mitchell.

“If public safety is what citizens
are worried about, does it not send
a message that police, firefighters
and sheriff’s deputies are all lin-
ing up against the mayor?” Balti-
more police union president Paul
Blair asked.

Dixon must have internal polling
that shows her lead over Mitchell is
dwindling, Blair said. A July Balti-
more Sun poll gave her a 3-to-1lead
over Mitchell.

“She’s tried so hard for so long
to distance herself from O’Malley,
and now she wants him to sup-
port her?” Blair asked. “She’s do-
ing this because her numbers have
dropped. If she believed she could
win on her own, she would not have
turned to the governor.”

Dixon’s campaign manager,
Martha McKenna, said Mitch-
ell is misleading voters about his
support from Baltimore City po-
lice through erroneous campaign
ads. The union supports Mitchell,
not the whole department, McK-
enna said.

O’Malley’s support is expected
to carry more weight with voters
than the unions’ endorsements,
Gray said.

“O’Malley has a proven voting
constituency,” Gray said. “Union
endorsements mean something if
they translate into dollars and vol-
unteers. Keiffer will need that, be-
cause at this point, he’s fighting an
uphill battle.”
